B. Bids:

The Contractor shall provide a free bid for roofing work to be preformed on the Bedford
Courthouse, Rt.

No
services shall be initiated until bid is presented and awarded by the Town Board. Town personnel
must approve any variations from the original bid before any work is done.

V. PREVAILING WAGES:

Each laborer, workman or mechanic employed by the Contractor(s), Sub-contractor(s) or other
person(s) doing or contracting to do the whole or part of the work contemplated by this Contract,
shall be paid the prevailing wages and provided the supplements (including but not limited to
health, welfare and pension benefits) as required by Article 8 (Section 220-223) and Article 9

VII. PAYROLLS AND PAYROLL RECORDS:

Payrolls must be maintained for at least three (3) years
from the project's date of completion. At a minimum, payrolls must show the following
information for each person employed on a public work project: Name, Social Security number,
Classification(s) in which the worker was employed, Hourly wage rate(s) paid, Supplements paid
or provide, and Daily and weekly number of hours worked in each classification. The Town of
Bedford requires that certified payroll be attached to all requests for payments.

VIII. INSPECTION OF WORK:

All work authorized by the Town’s personnel shall be subject to inspection and may be required
to get an inspection done by the Building Inspector. In the event Town finds improper and/or
incomplete repair(s), all corrective repair or services shall be performed by the Contractor, at no
charge to the Town. The quality of service and parts shall be subject to inspection by the
designated representative of the Town at any time. Should it be found that the quality of the
service being performed or the parts being used is not satisfactory, and that the specifications are
not being met, the Contractor will be notified in writing by the Town. Repeated offense of this
nature may be considered as grounds for the termination of the contract.

IX. INVOICING:

Demolition: Remove existing wood roofing at main roof and cupola (front porch roof is not included)
and related flashings down to the furring strips; do not remove existing flat-seam lead-coated copper
at cupola nor copper flashings at chimney. At rear shed roof, only remove top layer of roll-roofing;
this has tested negative for asbestos. Legally dispose of all debris, and maintain the site clean and
watertight on a daily basis.

Wall Siding: Remove existing shingle siding at base of cupola, to allow for installation of new
flashings. Replace siding following installation of roofing and flashings.

Furring Strips: Inspect furring strips; replace any rotted or broken furring at additional cost per Unit
Pricing indicated on Bid Form. Re-fasten furring strips to rafters as needed with 8d hot-dipped
galvanized common nails.

Shingles: Install Certi-Sawn (with Certi-Guard permanent fire-retardant treatment) Red Cedar, #1
Grade, Blue Label Tapersawn Shakes (18”long) with 5/8” butt thickness, including undercourses.
Shakes shall be laid with weather exposure of 5%2% Comply with current standards published by Cedar
Shake & Shingle Bureau (www.cedarbureau.org).

Overhang: Butts of shingles in the first course shall project 172" past the edge of the roof eaves, and
approximately 1”at gable and rake edges.

Keyways: Shingles shall be spaced apart not less than 4’ nor more than 3/8"

Offsets: Vertical side-laps shall be offset minimum 1%" between joints in adjacent courses; not more
than 10% shall be in direct alignment in alternate courses.

Fasteners: Each shingle to be fastened with two, fully-driven, Type 316 stainless-steel 4d box nails.
Nails shall be driven flush, but not so that the nail head crushes the wood. They shall be placed
approximately 3" to 1”from the side edges of the shingles, and approximately 172" above the butt line
of the following course. If using power driven fasteners the ability to meet this spec must be
demonstrated by the Contractor before proceeding with the work.

Chimney Flashing: Chimney Flashing: Reuse existing chimney flashings at main roof and at
rear shed roof.

Flashings at Cupola:install new 16-oz copper aprons and step-flashings; solder all corners. Include
removal and reinstallation of siding. Existing flat-seam roofing shall remain.

Vent-Pipe Flashing: At plumbing vent-pipe, install 16-oz. copper sleeve full height of pipe, with
separate cap. Solder sleeve to copper base; strip-in flange with modified bitumen adhesive and SBS
granular membrane.

Ridge: Install cedar ridge boards to match existing. Clad all new ridge boards with 16-0z copper
secured with continuous copper hook-strips - see Detail #1, Sheet A-4.

Gutters: Rebuild gutters to provide positive drainage to outlets at each end; create high-point at
center of gutter. Re-line gutters with 16-oz.copper. Secure outer edge with continuous hook-strip.
Rivet and solder all seams. Provide expansion joint at high-point of each gutter.

14. Leaders: All existing leaders shall remain; at completion of work, leave all leaders clean and securely

fastened.
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
